Leigh
has been to several of these rodeos and was proud to take the Missouri Valley team to this year's event. The team competed in the
written test, hurtman rescue, pole climb, CPR with AED competition and a mystery event. Leigh is also proud of the financial support
and encouragement the team received from IBEW Local 160. “This is the first year the local has sent a tem to the rodeo, and we were
definitely proud to represent them as well as the apprenticeship program,” comments Leigh.
